Advanced Placement United States History Curricular Requirements
CR 1a :  This course included a college-level United States History textbook. ( Note each of the eight unit calendars under “text.” )

CR 1b:  This course includes diverse primary sources consisting of written documents, maps, images, quantitative data, and works of art.  (See each unit calendar: identified as PSD’s and detailed articulation on pages 2-12.) 

CR 1c:  This course included secondary sources written by historians and scholars interpreting the past.  (Note each of the eight unit calendars under “text.”)

CR4 The course provides students with opportunities for instruction in the learning objectives in each of the seven themes throughout the course, as described in the AP U.S. History Curriculum Framework.  (See activities highlighted in red. ) 

CR5 The course provides opportunities for students to develop coherent written arguments that have a thesis supported by relevant historical evidence — Historical Argumentation.  (See multiple examples of essay writing as indicated by Rhetorical Analysis, “DBQ” or “LAQ.”) 

CR6 The course provides opportunities for students to identify and evaluate diverse historical interpretations — Interpretation  (See activities highlighted in blue on calendar and detailed articulation pages 2-12.) 

CR7 The course provides opportunities for students to analyze evidence about the past from diverse sources, such as written documents, maps, images, quantitative data (charts, graphs, tables), and works of art — Appropriate use of relevant historical evidence    (See activities highlighted in blue on calendar and detailed articulation pages 2-12.) 

CR8 The course provides opportunities for students to examine relationships between causes and consequences of events or processes — Historical causation  (See activities highlighted in blue on calendar and detailed articulation pages 2-12.) 

CR9 The course provides opportunities for students to identify and analyze patterns of continuity and change over time and connect them to larger historical processes or themes — Patterns of continuity and change over time   (See activities highlighted in blue on calendar and detailed articulation pages 2-12.) 

CR10 The course provides opportunities for students to investigate and construct different models of historical periodization — Periodization   (See activities highlighted in blue on calendar and detailed articulation pages 2-12.)

CR13a The course provides opportunities for students to combine disparate, sometimes contradictory evidence from primary sources and secondary works in order to create a persuasive understanding of the past — Synthesis (See activities highlighted in blue on calendar and detailed articulation pages 2-12.) 

CR13b The course provides opportunities for students to apply insights about the past to other historical contexts or circumstances, including the present — Synthesis  (See activities highlighted in blue on calendar and detailed articulation pages 2-12.) 

Advanced Placement United States History: Detailed Articulation of  Activities and Assessments

Each unit consists of daily readings assigned from the primary text:  Tindall, George  Brown & Shi, David Emory. America: A Narrative History.  New York:  Norton, 2013., as well as multiple historical essays collected by Stephen Oates and Charles Errico in Portrait of America Vol. I and II. Boston:  Houghton Mifflin, 2007.  (Note:  See calendar for specific readings.)  (CR1a)

Additionally, students individually and collaboratively analyze multiple primary sources, using the APPARTS method (Author, Place and Time, Prior Knowledge, Audience, Reason or Purpose, the Main Idea/Point of View, and Significance/Historical Context).   The primary sources vary to include: written documents, maps, images, data, and works of art.  (CR1b, CR7)

Students will also use rhetorical analysis to analyze various primary and secondary sources.  In these exercises students will: 1)identify the main ideas of a passage;  2) analyze how the author uses: evidence, such as facts or examples to support claims; 3) analyze how the author uses reasoning to develop ideas and to connect evidence to claims; 4) and analyze the stylistic persuasive elements, such as word choice or appeals to emotion, to add power to the ideas expressed. (CR1b, CR1c, CR6, CR7)
Learning is assessed both formatively and summatively through ongoing multiple-choice questions (MCQ’s), short answer questions (SAQ’s), long essays (LEQ), and DBQ essays.  Informal assessments include graphic organizers, debates, reenactments, class discussions, etc. (CR 3, CR 5, CR6, CR7, CR8, CR9, CR10, CR11, CR12, CR13a)
Unit 1:  Periods 1 and 2

Activities:
· Using the APPARTS model, students will analyze Columbus’s Letter to Juis de Sant’ Angel (1493) “Illustrations to Vespucci” c. 1506-1510, and participate in a class discussion surrounding Native American culture and stereotypes of the era, as well as contemporary stereotypes.  (CR1b, CR12)
· Students will read excerpts from Paolo Taviani’s, Columbus the Great Adventurer, 1991 and Howard Zinn’s A People’s History of the United States, 1980 and in small groups, discuss and account for the different interpretations . (CR6) (MIG 1.0)
· Using the abovementioned primary and secondary sources, as well as information from the textbook, students will take a position on Columbus as a hero or villain and debate in small groups. Students will then draft a thesis statement reflecting their opinions.  (MIG 1.0) (CR1b, CR3, CR4CR6, CR7, CR13a) 
· After reading the text and as preparation for their DBQ, students will complete a comparative chart comparing and contrasting the social, economic, and political characteristics of the New England,  Middle, Chesapeake, and Southern colonies.  (CR11)
· Students will complete an APPARTS for each of the primary sources contained in the 1993 DBQ “Although New England and the Chesapeake region were both settled largely by people of English origin, by 1700 the regions had evolved into two distinct societies. Why did this difference in development occur?,” and develop introductions and thesis statements.  Students will then be led through a writer’s workshop participating in self and peer evaluations, and will rewrite their introductions for instructional feedback.   (CR1b, CR7)
· Students will complete a collaborative APPARTS jigsaw activity for each of the primary sources contained in the 2010 DBQ “In what ways did ideas and values held by Puritans influence the political, economic, and social development of the New England colonies from 1630 through the 1660s?.”  After reporting out, students will practice thesis statement writing in small groups.  
(CR1b, CR5, CR7)

· As an anticipatory set, students will view Thompkins H. Matteson’s 1855 painting of  “ The Trial of George Jacobs”  and read  “The Examination and Confession of Ann Foster at Salem Village,” 1692.  (CR1b)
· In small groups students will students will read and complete a rhetorical analysis of  “Sinners in the Hands of Angry God” by Jonathon Edwards, 1741, and report out, sparking a class discussion comparing the role of individuals in swaying religious opinion during the colonial and present eras.   (CR1b, CR 11, CR13b)
· With a partner, students will read and analyze the “Navigation Act of 1660” and excerpts from John Locke’s “Two Treatises on Government,” 1689, and participate in small group discussions on the relationship between the two in bringing about the American Revolution. (CR1b)
· Upon conclusion of the unit and in preparation for the assessment, students will create a causation graphic organizer detailing the cause and effect of European Exploration and the First Great Awakening and participate in a class discussion exploring the role of religion during the colonial era. (CR8) (CUL 1.0)

· Short Answer Questions on contact between Native American and Europeans and changes brought to society in the period 1492-1700.  (CR4) (MIG 1.0, WOR 1.0)
Unit 2: Period 3

Activities:
· Students will read and analyze the relationship between the “The Proclamation of 1763” and Pontiac’s “Master of Life,” 1763.  (CR1b, CR8)
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze Paul Revere’s engraving of “The Bloody Massacre in King-Street, March 5, 1770” and the 1789 engraving of the Boston Tea Party, 1773. (CR1b)
· Individually, students will complete a “who, what, when, where, and why” for the Proclamation of 1763, the Stamp Act, and Lexington and Concord.  Next, students will practice synthesis by answering the question,  “What stayed the same, and what changed as a result of the three events?”  (CR9) 
· After reading the text, students will analyze Thomas Paine’s “Common Sense,” 1776 and Jefferson’s Declaration of Independence, 1776 and participate in a class discussion surrounding dependence of the success of the Revolution upon those two documents. (CR1b, CR12)
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze Emanuel Leutze’s 1851 paining “Washington Crossing the Delaware” and General Washington’s “Battle Engagements Map, 1776.”  (CR1b)
· In small groups students will students will read and complete a rhetorical analysis of  The Federalist Papers, No. 10 by James Madison, 1787, and discuss the role of James Madison as “Father of the Constitution.” (CR1b, CR3)
· Individually, and after reading the text, students will create a graphic organizer detailing Hamilton’s financial plan, and in small groups discuss Hamilton’s legacy in developing the United States economy.  (WXT 2.0) (CR 4, CR CR13b) 

· As a review, students will create a flowchart detailing the major events of the Revolution, demonstrating how one event led to another. (CR 8)
· Students will complete an APPARTS for each of the primary sources contained in the 1985 DBQ, “From 1781 to 1789, the Articles of Confederation provided the United States with an effective government.” Students will then be led through a writer’s workshop participating in self and peer evaluations, submitting introductions and an outline of body paragraph’s content citing evidence from the documents in support of thesis statements. (CR1b, CR5, CR7, CR12)
· Students will jigsaw excerpts from the Jay Treaty, 1794,  Alexander Hamilton’s letter  to Governor Thomas Mifflin, September 20, 1794 on the Whiskey Rebellion, and excerpts from Washington’s Farwell Address, 1796, and in small groups assess Washington’s success in office. (CR1b)
· As a culminating activity, students will participate in the New Nation Press Conference reenactment taking on the identities of  Alexander Hamilton, Thomas Jefferson, James Madison, George Washington, John Jay, and Aaron Burr and debating: 1)Hamilton’s Financial Plan, 2)Foreign Relations, and 3)Adams and the Election of 1800.  Students will create briefing sheets listing where their figures stand on each of the issues.  (CR 3, CR4) ( WOR 1.0,  WXT 2.0)

· Short Answer Question comparing  John Adams’s letter to Thomas Jefferson, August 1815  to Benjamin Rush’s 

January, 1787 interpretation of the American Revolution. (CR1b CR 6)  

Unit 3: Period 4

Activities:

· Students will individually complete an APPARTS for each of the primary sources contained in the 2006 DBQ “ Discuss the changing ideals of American womanhood between the American Revolution (1770’s) and the outbreak of the Civil War. What factors fostered the emergence of “republican motherhood” and the “cult of domesticity”?  Next, students will participate in a class discussion regarding the question as it relates to the thematic leaning objectives of Culture and National Identity.
(CR1b, CR12) (CUL 3.0 and NAT 4.0)
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze the 1825 “Highways of the United States” map and participate in a discussion surrounding changes in transportation, and the market and communications revolutions.  (CR1b)
· Students will participate in an historical reenactment of a dispute between Irish and German immigrants and nativists surrounding national, cultural and religious identity. (MIG 1.0)
· Students will compare and contrast demographic data from 1790 to 1860, identifying patterns of continuity and change (CR 1b, CR9) (MIG 1.0, NAT 3.0)
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze the political cartoon “King Andrew the First,” 1833 (CR1b)
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze Lindneux’s 1942 painting The Trail of Tears (CR7)
· Students will participate in a writer’s workshop and compose a long essay in response to the prompt: “Evaluate the extent to which the Election of 1828 marked a turning point in American politics, analyzing what changed and what stayed the same from the period before the election to the period after. (CR 3, CR5, CR9)
· Students will write an essay in response to the 2009 DBQ prompt:  “From 1775 to 1830, many African Americans gained freedom from slavery, yet during the same period the institution of slavery expanded. Explain why BOTH of those changes took place. Analyze the ways that BOTH free African Americans and enslaved African Americans responded to the challenges confronting them,”  (CR1b, CR 5, CR 7, CR 9)
· In groups, students will create timelines detailing slavery in America from1607-1855, and participate in small group discussions noting patterns of continuity and change. (CR9)
· As an anticipatory set, students will analyze the University of Nebraska’s online collection of the Journals of the Lewis and Clark Expedition.  (CR1b)
Assessment:

· Modified 2002 DBQ “To what extent did reform movements expand democratic ideals in specific reference to the period 1825-1850?” (CR1b, CR 5, CR 7)  (CUL 1.0, CUL 3.0)
Unit 4:  Period 5

Activities:
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze the Newark Daily’s 1845 map on annexing Texas and the Library of Congress’s 1848 map on the Treaty of Guadalupe-Hidalgo (CR1b)
· Students will participate in Secession Crisis PSD Activity  (Cr1b) See File on Monday to finish this description
· In small groups students will complete a secession movement graphic organizer listing the defining and contradictory characteristics of the period, examining alterative ways of dividing the period and analyzing the cause and effect relationship of specific events of the period (including the Missouri Compromise, the Nullification Crisis, Bleeding Kansas, Violence in the Senate, the Compromise of 1850, and the Election of Lincoln) (CR 8, CR 10)
· Individually, will students and complete a rhetorical analysis essay on Lincoln’s Gettysburg’s Address, 1863. (CR1b, CR 5) (NAT 2.0)
· As a culminating activity, students will examine images from the Smithsonian’s “A House Divided: Photography of the Civil War.” In groups students will be given a variety of images to identify, analyze, and match with the appropriate caption. Each collection will represent diverse perspectives of  the war, allowing for students to view the war from multiple viewpoints.  (CR1b,  CR6, CR7)  
· Students will view clips from the Birth of a Nation and participate in a class discussion centering on post-Civil War African American stereotypes, and contemporary African American stereotypes. (CR1b, 13b)

· Short Answer Questions on the events marking the beginning of the sectional crisis that led to the outbreak of the Civil War (Northwest ordinance, Missouri Compromise, and the Acquisition of Mexican Territory).  (CR 10)
Unit 5:  Period 6

Activities:

· Students will conduct research and report out in small groups on a “Captain of Industry’s” impact on politics, analyzing his use of power (POL 3.0 and WXT 2.0)(CR 3, CR 4)
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze the photography of  Jacob Riis in How the Other Half Lives, published in 1890.   (CR1b)
· Students will watch films featuring the West, and write reflections focusing on stereotypes in history.  Included in the reflection will be an analysis of whether or not those stereotypes exist today. (CR13b) 
· Students will complete a graphic organizer on the defining and contradictory characteristics of the Gilded Age, noting how the period could be divided differently. (CR 10) (POL 3.0 and WXT 2.0)
· Students will interpret Frederick Jackson Turner’s “The Significance of the Frontier in American History,” 1893 with excerpts from Patricia Nelson Limerick’s The Legacy of Conquest: the Unbroken Past of the American West in relation to American identity and create three short answer questions addressing both documents.  Students will answer each other’s questions in small groups.  (NAT 1.0 and 4.0) (CR1b, CR 13a)
· Students will analyze and complete an APPARTS for excerpts from The Dawes Act, 1887,  Maps of Indian territory 1885 and 1891, Chef Joseph’s Speech 1887, Thomas Nast 1878 Cartoon “Patience Until the Indian is Civilized,” 1882 photograph of Tom Torlino and the Carlisle School , 1878 Lithograph of General Custer’s death, and 1887 Dawes Era Poster.  Students will write a DBQ addressing: “The Dawes Act aimed to improve the quality of life for Native Americans.  Assess the validity of this statement.” (CR1b, CR 5, CR 7) 
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze a City Population Table From 1860-1900. (CR1b) (MIG 1.0)
·  As a culminating activity, students will create a sketch of a city at the turn of the century, including multiple examples of the “new city” from the reading in the text (skyscrapers, factories, streetcars, immigrant neighborhoods, etc.) (CR3)
· After discussing the reading from the text, calling on primary and secondary sources, students will research Ellis and Angel Islands, and create graphic organizers comparing the two. (CR1b, CR11) (MIG 1.0)
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze US Population by Ethnicity Pie Chart Comparison of 1790, 1860, 1880, and 1920, focusing on the historical thinking skills of cause and effect relationships, patterns of continuity and change over time, comparison, and contextualization (CR 8, CR 9, CR 11, CR 12) (MIG 1.0, CUL 4.0) 
· After discussing the reading from the textbook, students will complete an APPARTS on The Populist Part Platform,1892 and Bryan’s 1896 “Cross of Gold” Speech.  Students will also listen to a 2010 audio excerpt from NPR on The Wizard of Oz and the Coinage of Silver and participate in a class discussion on the origins of the Populist Party, the impact of popular movements on American society,  and how technological innovation affected the economy. (CR 1b) (WXT 3.0, POL 1.0, POL 2.0)
· Using information from the text and secondary text, students will engage in a debate, arguing the ideals of Washington v. DuBois and participate in a class discussion on the status of African American equality today- Would African Americans be further ahead if DuBois would have had more support?  (CR4, CR6, CR13b)  (CUL 4.0)

· Modified 2007 DBQ “Analyze the ways in which technology, government policy, and economic conditions changed American agriculture in the period 1865-1900.  (CR1b, CR5, CR7) (POL 2.0, WXT 3.0)

· After reading the textbook, analyze and discuss Cornell’s University’s collection of images of the Triangle Shirtwaist Fire, 1911 (CR1b)
· After reading the textbook and Morris’s essay, students will participate in small group discussing, analyzing the Role of TR in conservation and establishment of the National Parks, and the development of governmental policies on the environment  (GEO 1.0)
· Students will analyze the role of Alice Paul and the suffragettes through the film Iron Jawed Angels  and reflect on whether or not gaining suffrage provided women with equality.  As an extension, students will research contemporary data (wages, executive positions, graduate degrees, government positions, etc.) and evaluate the status of female equality today. (CUL 3.0) (CR13b)
· As a culminating activity, students will participate in an historical reenactment by taking on the identify of a progressive reformer and have debates and conversations with other reformers regarding the role of the press, government, individual citizens, big business, the railroads, etc. (POL 3.0, WXT 3.0, GEO 1.0)
· As a culminating activity, students will complete a graphic organizer focusing on Roosevelt, Taft and Wilson, identifying their terms in office, political party association(s), political accomplishments, and setbacks.  Students will draft an introduction and thesis stating which president was most effective in implementing reform. ( CR 11) 
· Students will analyze Rudyard Kipling’s 1899 poem “The White Man’s Burden,” and discuss America’s role in the world at the turn of the century and today.  Is America still playing out “The White Man’s Burden?” (CR1b, CR 4, CR12, CR 13b) (WOR 1.0, WOR 2.0, GEO 1.0)
· After reading the textbook and secondary text, students will write a Rhetorical Analysis Essay on The Roosevelt Corollary to the Monroe Doctrine, 1904 (CR1b, CR3) (GEO 1.0, WOR 1.0. WOR 2.0)
· After reading the textbook and secondary text, students will complete an APPARTS on President Wilson’s 14 Points, 1918 and debate over the League of Nations (WOR 2.0) (CR1b)
· Students will read interpret two viewpoints of the 1920s featuring Billy Sunday’s “Nuts for Skeptics to Crack,” 1922 and H.L. Mencken’s “High and Ghostly Matters,” 1924. (CR 6) (CUL 1.0)
· As an extension activity, students will create a Prezi of 1920s cultural characteristics, displaying evidence of traditional and modern values, with particular attention to the role of religion, women, ideas, and group identities. (CUL 1.0-4.0)
· As an anticipatory set, students will view and analyze a Stock Prices Table 1929-1932 (CR1b)
· After discussing the reading from the text, students will research original photographs of the bombing of Hiroshima and Nagasaki and discuss Truman’s decision.  (CR1b)
· Students will re-divide Period 7 (1890-1945) it into sub-periods, providing justification and reasoning for each new period. (CR 10)
